
The establishment of the parent and child relationship between a child and the biological mother or biological father is addressed in Minnesota Statute, section 257.54. or under sections 257.51 to 257.74 or 257.75. www.revisor.leg.state.mn.us/stats/257/ 

Sections 257.54 and 257.56, artificial insemination, have particular relevance to these issues. It is important to remember that the biological mother is the woman who has given birth to the child; whether or not the birth mother  has provided the egg is not relevant.

(1) 
If the surrogate birth mother is single, her name is entered on the birth record.  The parent(s) who are to receive the child are required to go through a formal adoption proceeding.  At that time the original birth record will be sealed and the replacement birth record will list the adoptive parent(s).

(2)
If the surrogate mother is single, with a known sperm donor soon to be in custody of the child, the sperm donor may complete a Recognition of Parentage (ROP).  The new mother would go through a formal adoption proceeding to have her name entered on the birth certificate.

(3)
If the surrogate birth mother is married, her name and her husband=s name are entered on the birth record as the child=s parents. Again, the adoptive parent(s) would go through a formal adoption proceeding.

(4)
If the surrogate birth mother is married but her husband has not provided the sperm, the husband could complete a Husband=s Statement of Non-Paternity and the sperm donor could complete a ROP.  The sperm donor=s name could then be placed on the birth certificate.  The new mother would go through a formal adoption proceeding to have her name entered on the birth certificate.  

(5) 
If the hospital has been presented with a court order directing that the surrogate birth mother’s name not be entered on the birth record, the hospital follows the instructions given by the court order.  If the surrogate mother’s name is not entered on the birth record, all medical information for the mother is entered as “Unknown”.
