This map indicates which counties in Minnesota received secondary refugee arrivals in 2018 and those secondary arrivals were reported to the Minnesota Department of Health Refugee and International Health Program. The Refugee and International Health Program received the largest number of notifications for secondary refugees arriving to Hennepin County (22), followed by Nicollet County (15) and Ramsey County (15). Smaller numbers of notifications came from secondaries arriving to 8 other counties throughout Minnesota, which include Blue Earth, Carver, Dakota, Kandiyohi, Lyon, Nobles, Stearns, and Washington counties.
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
