During the recent vision screening done at 	, your child had some trouble seeing different colors. This screening identifies the possibility that your child may have a color vision deficiency (color blindness).
Important Facts to Know
· Color vision deficiency can occur within families.
· There are different types of color vision deficiency. Some have trouble seeing difference between red and green others blue and yellow.
· Very few people have complete color blindness; not seeing any colors.
· Students with a color vision deficiency do not display any differences in school achievement.
· Most people who have a color vision deficiency can adjust, and experience no problems with everyday life.
Next Steps
· Talk to your child and help them understand that they are ok. Some children might not even realize they are not seeing colors the way other people do.
· If another family member shares the same condition, let your child know.
· Talk to your child’s teacher because younger children may need help with some classroom activities that involve learning and the use of colors.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]If your child is older help, make them aware that there may certain jobs that require normal color vision.
