WIC is here for you. We have changed the way services are delivered, but we are open. If you have an appointment, call your clinic to see how they are providing services. You can continue to use your WIC Card in stores. Shop early in your monthly benefit cycle. It may be necessary for you to make a few trips or try different stores to get all your WIC foods. If you are unable to find a food, ask for assistance at the store. They may be able to tell you if the food is available or when they expect it to arrive.
WIC is a health and nutrition program that provides a variety of foods! WIC staff can answer your nutrition and breastfeeding questions, and refer you to other resources.
WIC provides services to women who have recently had a baby or who are pregnant and to infants and children until their 5th birthday. If you have had changes in income due to COVID-19 or if you participate in Medical Assistance, SNAP, or other programs, you may be eligible.
