



1. Condition for protocol: To reduce incidence of morbidity and mortality of hepatitis A disease.
2. Policy of protocol: The nurse will implement this protocol for hepatitis A vaccination.
3. Condition-specific criteria and prescribed actions:
For persons adopting these protocols: The criteria listed below include indications, contraindications, and precautions for implementing the vaccine protocol. However, the criteria must be reviewed and further delineated according to the licensed prescriber’s parameters. Additional criteria and prescribed actions may be necessary. The prescribed actions are examples and may not suit your institution’s clinical situation and do not include all possible actions. A licensed prescriber must review the criteria and actions and determine the appropriate action to be prescribed.
	
	Criteria
	Prescribed Action

	Indication
	Currently healthy child age 12 to 24 months.
	Proceed to vaccinate if meets remaining criteria.

	
	Child is age 24 months or older and has not completed or initiated hepatitis A vaccination series.
	Follow Hepatitis A vaccination catch-up protocol.

	
	Child is more than 1 month behind routine 
schedule.
	Follow Hepatitis A vaccination catch-up protocol.

	Contra-indication
	Person had a systemic allergic reaction (anaphylaxis) to a previous dose of hepatitis A vaccine.
	Do not vaccinate; _____________________

	
	Person has a systemic allergy to a component of hepatitis A vaccine.
	Do not vaccinate; _____________________

	Precaution
	If person is currently on antibiotic therapy.
	Proceed to vaccinate.

	
	Person has a mild illness defined as temperature less than ____°F/°C with symptoms such as: {to be determined by medical prescriber}
	Proceed to vaccinate.

	
	Person has a moderate to severe illness defined as

temperature  ____°F/°C or higher with symptoms such as: {to be determined by medical prescriber}
	Defer vaccination and {[to be determined by medical prescriber}


4. Prescription:  
Depending on product availability, give either HAVRIX 720 Elisa Units (0.5 ml )



or  VAQTA 25 Units (0.5 ml), IM. 
· Give the first dose between age 12 to 18 months and the second dose between 18 
through 24 months; make sure at least 6 months separate both doses. 
5. Medical emergency or anaphylaxis: [Depending on clinic staffing, include one of the two options below.]
