Background
Tooth decay is one of the most common chronic diseases among children ages 6 to 19 years. A dental sealant is a thin plastic coating applied to the biting surfaces of back teeth to prevent tooth decay and cavities. Once applied, sealants protect against 80% of cavities for 2 years and continue to protect against 50% of cavities for up to 4 years (Centers for Disease Control and Prevention, 2019).  School Sealant Programs (SSP) are a highly effective way to deliver sealants to children. These programs are an important bridge to services for those students who are less likely to receive private dental care. 

The Minnesota Department of Health (MDH) - Oral Health Program (OHP) has been awarded a five-year cooperative agreement with the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC).  A key initiative of this cooperative agreement features increased school sealant program enrollment.  As part of the statewide SEAL Minnesota initiative, the OHP is seeking partners who will deliver sealants in school settings, and report the program data back to the OHP in a predetermined format. 
Purpose
Increase number of schools in Minnesota with sealant programs.
Increase number of Minnesota children ages 6 to 14 receiving sealants on one or more of their permanent molars through school sealant programs.
Goal
Expand school sealant program enrollment across Minnesota.
Eligibility to Apply
Any Minnesota organization, dental professionals, school, community health board, local public health agency, or other public health minded organization willing to implement a new or sustain an existing School Sealant Program are eligible to apply.
Project Requirements
Required: Applicants must target schools with 50% or more student body eligible for Free and Reduced Price School Meal program. 

Higher priority will be given to applicants that focus on schools that…
Serve ethnic cohorts, refugees, immigrants or children from families with limited English proficiency.
Are located in rural communities.
Are located within Dental Professional Shortage Areas.

Grantees will be required to:
Provide qualitative and quantitative data (see Attachment A: Data Measures)
Ensure clinical standards for dental sealants including calibration and infection control
Ensure schools and families receive related oral health education
Collaborate with the MDH Oral Health Program for technical assistance
Ensure periodic communication, share feedback/recommendation, and share success stories with the MDH Oral Health Program
Support MDH’s SEAL Minnesota plan.

Please note: Funds cannot be used to reimburse for direct care of providing sealants.

Funds can be used to support administrative costs associated with the development of a data sharing agreement, program coordination or related activities.

Funding Amount
Selected projects can receive up to $5,000 and work must be completed by June 1, 2020.
Upon executing the grant agreement, your organization must incur expenses by August 15, 2019, unless agreed upon by MDH and the grantee.
